MVL coordinates the provision of free and lawst civil legal services to people in the
Denver Metro Area. Colorado Legal Services (CLS) initiates all intakes for MVL. CLS refers
matters to MVL that CLS does not or cannot handle if, on the basis of first impression, th
matter appears to be of the type that MVL could refer to private attorneys or serve throug
MVL6s Family Law Court Progr am.

This year (2011) marks the 45th year of operations for MVL (formerly known as the
Thursday Night Bar). A program of the Denver Bar Association, MVL is also supported by
Colorado Legal Services, COLTAF, The Fred & Jean Allegretti Foundation, private donations
and the bar associations of the 1st Judicial District, Douglas/Elbert, Adams/Broomfield, Arap:
hoe, and Denver counties.

Thanks to your support, MVL is able to successfully help those in need while at the
same time providing opportunities for attorneys to give back to the community. As an attorne
myself, | am often asked about ways that attorneys, especially young attorneys, can use tt
legal skills to contribute. Others ask about ways in which they can volunteer without having t
make a significant time commitment.

At client meetings, volunteers help clients complete the initial pleadings needed to
file their case. At Permanent Orders hearings, volunteers are paired with clients and assi:
them with the preparation of the final paperwork and to represent the client in front of a
Magistrate. At the close of the hearing, the volunteer attorney withdraws from the case.
FLCP allows attorneys to spend about three hours helping someone to navigate the ofte
confusing process involved with divorce or child custody cases.

FLCP is a great way for both experienced and new attorneys to volunteer. New attor-
neys are paired with experienced attorneys until they are comfortable enough to work with
clients on their own. This provides new attorneys with a handsay to learn the basics
and also gives them the opportunity to network with more established members of the lega
community. Participating in FLCP also provides law students with an opportunity to start
gaining experience before graduation. The new Student Practice Act allows supervised lav
students to enter an appearance and represent clients in court. This allows law students
fully participate in FLCP and to represent clients at Permanent Orders hearings.

In Adams County, the third Thursday of the month is FLCP day, with Permanent Or-
ders hearings being conducted in the morning and client meetings in the afternoon. If you
are looking for a way to do pro bono work, but do not have the time to devote to actually
handling an entire case, please consider joining us for an FLCP day.
